When organic waste breaks down in 
a landfill without oxygen, it creates a 
harmful toxic gas (methane).

Our soil is 
depleted of nutrients, and composting 
helps to restore the health of our soils 
and gardens.

We accept:
* all fruit and vegetable scraps.

* all raw and cooked meat.

* all raw and cooked seafood.

* egg shells.

* unbleached paper towels and tissues.

* plain brown paper.

* sugarcane, bamboo or bagasse packaging.

We can not accept:
* large meat bones (chicken bones are ok).

* liquids or runny soups.

* PLA compostable packaging.

* compostable coffee cups and lids.

* plastic.

* other general waste.
